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DR. LECTER: They were slaughtering the spring lambs?

CLARICE: Yes...! They were screaming. ... No. First I tried to free
them... I opened the gate of their pen - but they wouldn't run. They
just stood there, confused. They wouldn't run... I took one lamb. And
I ran away, as fast as I could. . .. I don't know. I had no food or water.
It was very cold. I thought - if I can even save just one...but he got so

heavy. So heavy...

DR. LECTER: You still wake up sometimes, don't you? Wake up in the
dark, with the lambs screaming? . . . Do you think if you saved
Catherin, you could make them stop...? Do you think, if Catherine
lives, you won't wake up in the dark, ever again, to the screaming of
the lambs? Do you...?

Dr. LECTER: No, he covets. That's his nature. And how do we begin
to covet, Clarice? Do we seek out things to covet? Make an effort
to answer.

Clarice: No. We just -

DR. LECTER: No. Precisely. We begin by coveting what we see every
day. Don't you feel eyes moving over your body, Clarice? I hardly see
how you couldn't. And don't your eyes move over the things you want?
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
